The Ending Book Balance with the Executive Secretary of $22,580.99 on 12/2003.  Forms 1099 are being processed.
Correspondence:  Aline Flanagan has resigned her position of Central Region Representative.  Steve Sheets was the Alternate and will reside the position for 2004.

REGIONAL REPORTS:
West Region, Traci Purcell reporting; there will be a Western Region Meeting held February 15, 2004.  The time and the place will be published on the KEMTIA.org Website.
Central Region, Steve Sheets reporting; there will be a Central Region Meeting on February 8, 2004 at the KCTCS Fire/Rescue Training Center at 3:00 p.m. est.  A Central Region Continuing Education Class was held at the Grayson County Fire School.  March 6th and 7th EMSEK will be providing Continuing Education Course at the Dixie Fire School in Elizabethtown.

East Region; absent.  Theresa Martin, President will contact the representative and ask for a regional meeting prior to Spring Conference.

North Region; Mark Bailey reporting; will be getting with the North Region representative and request a regional meeting.  Check the KEMTIA.org Website for Times and Dates.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Political Affairs: Mark Bailey reporting, Legislation is in full session.  There are no projected changes.  Through discussion with KBEMS it is upon request that EMS stand down this year and not ask for legislative changes during the year of 2004.  Legislation was pleased with 2003 EMS Regulations, but are ready to center their thoughts in other departments during this session.  There is rumor that the License Plate Bill may be pushed via KBEMS, but at this time nothing on the dockets for EMSEK.
Mark urges all EMSEK members or any EMS Educator to become familiar with the EMS Regulations that have been posted on the KEMTIA.org Website. (Thanks to Phil Taylor).

Professional  Affairs:  Sharon Pierceall reporting, Evaluator Training Program is the most time consuming task on tap at this time.  Sharon has compiled a curriculum for the education purposes of EMS Evaluators.  Members of the KBEMS Board have approved and accredited the Curriculum. There are plans to seek the sanctioning of the course by the board at the next board meeting.  Charlie O’Neal has worked with the committee to insure a weekend to prepare a group of educators the basic skills and knowledge to evaluating EMS Level I, Level II and Level III skills stations by using the new curriculum.  Due to limited time and space a few educators through out the state were invited to attend.  The actual EMS Evaluator Rollout 2004 Course will be available during the spring and Fall Educational Conferences.  According to the EMS Regulations, every EMS Educator that wishes to evaluate during EMS Skills stations in the State of KY must successfully complete a course that has been endorsed by KBEMS.  

Katherine Thomasson has been working on the EMSEK Mentoring program.  Plans are underway to complete the guidelines for this program and introducing the content during the Fall Conference.  

Theresa Martin, President asked the Professional Affairs Committee to prepare a curriculum for EMSEK EMS Skills Exam Coordinators and to provide the final content at the Fall Conference.

Conference Committee:   Mark Bailey reporting, The Spring Conference is well underway.  It will be held in Lexington.  Thanks to the assistance from The Lexington Fire/Rescue and EMS the EMSEK Conference is March 26 and 27, 2004 at the Marriot Griffin Gate Resort, Lexington, KY.  Attendees are responsible for personal lodging arrangements.  The rooms are discounted at $84. Plus tax and they are taking reservations now. Friday March 26 will be the Spring Local Officials Training Conference $200 sponsored by KAPA. The EMSEK Executive Board Meeting will be that evening March 26, 2004 at 7:00p.m.est. The EMSEK Evaluator Rollout Course will be held on  Saturday March 27, 2004.  Breakfast and Lunch will be provided and the cost will be $100 for EMSEK Members for the Saturday Course and will be $150 for non-EMSEK members with a one year membership included for the non-member.
