Political Affairs Committee:    Dale Edmondson reporting actions taken during the 2005 Legislation Session; Senate Bill 91 – Assault in the Third Degree (Brenda Cowan Act) passed, Governor signed on this date 4/08/05 at 1:30 p.m.  Other major EMS bills of interest which have not passed as of this date are: House Bill 178, which was a companion bill to Senate Bill 78 never made it out of its original committee – House Bill 123, which was written to create a new section of KRS 205.510 to 205. 630 that would have required the Medicaid program to reimburse ambulance providers at the Medicare National Fee Schedule rate did not make it out of House and Welfare Committee, but has brought attention to committees to add resolution to the problem.
Education and Professional Affairs Committee:  Sharon Pierceall expresses appreciation to Donna Sparks for her hard work on the HIV/Aids Update and for her presentation of the course during the weekend’s conference.
