Executive Secretary/Treasurer’s Report by Teresa Joyce    Request for EMSEK President to write a letter to Inez Bank referencing legal documentation to withdraw the EMSEK funds from the CD Account and to show proof of re-election of Executive Board 2005.  EMSEK general fund account balance January 2005 $17,113.44.with $1,394.70 Total Checks not cleared and outstanding accounts still from the fall 2004 conference pending. Central Region:  Steve Sheets Reporting, Nothing to report since 2004 Fall Conference. 
North Region:  Dale Edmondson Reporting: Paramedic class to be held in the Northern Region and plans are underway to conduct a regional meeting prior to Spring 2005 Conference 
East Region:  Kevin Sloas reporting:  No recent meetings, no report.

West Region:   Traci Purcell Reporting, No meetings have been held since 2004 Fall Conference.
CORRESPONDANCE:  A special letter was sent to Theresa Martin as President of EMSEK from Liz Carey, Reporter, and Community Recorder also known as the youngest daughter of the Late Dr. Jack Carey.   She requested to attend the next Dr. Jack Carey Award Ceremony.  Theresa will answer the letter with an invitation to present the next Jack Carey Award at the 2005 Fall Conference in Owensboro, KY.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Political Affairs Committee:    Mark Bailey Reporting; Legislation will begin their short 30 day session February 1, 2005 running through March 22, 2005.  KBEMS is again addressing issues in KRS 311A to attempt to clean up some of the language in the EMS Regulations and to address the Regulation on the Disciplinary Action within KRS 311A.050 Section 3 which has been referred to as the “EMS Snitch Act”. Another issue that will be brought up will be to allow Licensed Ambulance Services to provide continuing education classes to EMT’s that are not employed by the service. Mark continues to work closely with KAPA on issues of MCD Reimbursement issues for Ambulance Providers with HB 123, and encouraging all EMSEK members to keep a close eye on this legislative session due to new elected officials now seated.  Continue to encourage representatives with the passing of the Brenda Cowen Act/Assault of 3rd degree on EMS Personnel to be a felony through legislation. 
New Members have been selected and appointed for the KBEMS Board.  EMSEK Member, Rudy Garrett, NREMT-P, Somerset has been selected as the Education Representative.
Education and Professional Affairs Committee:  Sharon Pierceall reporting, Meeting was held with the By-Laws Committee, The Resolutions that were passed at the September EMSEK meeting need to have a plan of actions addressed.  The By-Laws Committee will establish guidelines and present them at the March meeting.
-The National EMS Scope of Practice is up for review.  Sharon has asked for individuals and anyone that has issues or concerns with the National Scope of Practice to contact her so she can compile a report to represent EMSEK.

-There is still the need to work with the state with Regional Skills Evaluations.  In addition to existing skills evaluation sites, EMSEK is preparing plans to accommodate Skills Evaluations that will coincide with the State written exam dates.  EMT-P Graduates in KY are in great need for skills evaluations in KY.  Ideas and suggestions are welcomed by Sharon.

-Interest has been raised about the loss and/or gain of certified and/or Licensed EMT’s and Paramedics in the State of KY.  Sharon will be checking with KBEMS with stats totals for the couple of years.
-Education Committee is preparing courses for the EMSEK Spring Conference.  The one class that will be offered is the EMSEK HIV/Aids most recent update.

-Existing scholarship AND Jack Carey Award applications that are available for EMSEK are being revised and will be published on the Web-Site. 

-New Scholarship has been awarded to William Lake, Richmond, KY for the assistance with Paramedic Course in Madison County.

-Mentoring Program Information is going to be compiled and completed by Terri Riggle and James Kuchenbrod.  Katherine Thomasson has worked diligently on the Mentor Program and has gotten together an immaculate package of guidelines that will be used to complete the project so that EMSEK can make use of her hard work. 

Conference Committee:  Mark Bailey reporting, Plans are underway for the 2005 EMSEK Spring Conference. The dates have been set for APRIL 8, 9, and 10th, 2005.  The place has been coordinated by Terri Riggle and James Kuchenbrod in Louisville, KY.  Lexington was a great central location last year for conference, but Efforts were made, this year, by Linda Cooper, just to find that April is a bad time for Lexington, due to Keeneland Horse Racing Opening.
