Email responses are a must for effective communication.  Executive Board members were also encouraged to contact members in their respective areas to get updated contact information.

Mr. Phil Taylor, EMSEK Web Master, was complimented on the outstanding job he does maintaining and updating the website.  Mr. Taylor did advise the board of some current computer problems.  He will, however get all updates posted to the website as soon as possible.

Discussion:
Professional Affairs / Education Chair Ms. Sharon Pierceall reporting.  Evaluator training course to be held April 6th.  This course will be a day long event.  The $100.00 fee will include a one year EMSEK membership and lunch.  
Ms. Pierceall asked board members if EMSEK would be accepting instructor candidates in to evaluator courses?  EMSEK does accept instructor candidates in to evaluator courses and presents them with a certificate of completion.  This certificate only states they have completed the course.  KBEMS is responsible for providing evaluator endorsements for those individuals who have completed all of the necessary requirements for obtaining instructor certification.  Instructor candidates may not serve as evaluators until they have obtained an instructor certification.
The board was advised that the final draft of the National Scope of Practice can be obtained on-line.  A brief discussion was had regarding the impact these changes will have on EMS and the EMS educators in the Commonwealth.

KBEMS will be forming an Education Committee to create new curriculum to support the new scope of practice.  Mr. Rudy Garrett will be chairing the KBEMS Education Committee.  Ms. Pierceall encouraged members who were interested in serving on this committee to contact Mr. Garrett.
Mr. Mark Bailey questioned the accuracy of the Dr. Jack Carey award recipients list that is now up on the website.  Mr. Bailey wanted to award Mr. Bennie Cooper this award posthumously but the board confirmed that Mr. Cooper had received this award in 1994.  Further discussion was had regarding the nomination process for the Dr. Jack Carey award.  Board members agreed that all nominations be in writing and received by the Professional Affairs Committee Chair, Ms. Pierceall or any member of the Executive Board before Ms. Pierceall presents her report at the General Membership meeting.
Ms. Pierceall shared the following information regarding National Registry Examination results:  Mr. Jon Muncy has received a report from the National Registry of EMTs regarding the initial testing results for all levels of training (FR, B, and P) in the Commonwealth.


EMT-FR = 72% pass rate – Below average


EMT-B = 68 % pass rate – Below average


EMT-P – 43% pass rate – Well below average 

These numbers should be a great concern to us as instructors.  It is not our place to police educational institutions but it should be our responsibility to inform instructors of this information and encourage continuous educational improvements.
