Political Affairs Committee:    Eva Prewitt reporting per Mark Bailey’s notes of the 2005 Legislation Session; during the 2005 Legislative Session, the ONLY EMS-oriented bill which passed both Chambers was Senate Bill 91 – Assault in the Third Degree (Brenda Cowan Act). It passed both Chambers without a descending vote.  It is now awaiting the signature of the Governor.  Other major EMS bills of interest which have not passed as of this date are: Senate Bill 78 – KBEMS and House Bill 123 – Medicaid Reimbursement.  The current session is now in recess and the Governor is reviewing any bills which he may want to Veto.  The session resumes on Monday March 21st with Sine Die on Tuesday March 22, 2005.
Education and Professional Affairs Committee:  Theresa Martin Reporting per Sharon Pierceall’s notes of educational classes that have been scheduled for the 2005 Spring Conference: Friday 7:00 p.m. EST April 8, 2005, EMSEK HIV/Aids up-date for Train-The-Trainer.
