Mr. Burton has spoken with representatives from the Kentucky Board of EMS and they have asked for a representative from this association to serve on their educational committee.  Ms. Eva Prewitt was appointed to that position.

Scholarship Application
Ms. Pierceall received a scholarship application at the beginning of July from a Ms. Stacy Lynn Hawkins.  As currently there is no committee in place, Ms. Pierceall brought this application to the attention of the EMSEK Executive Board.  This is the only application that has been received to date.  She is currently taking Cindy Dossett’s EMT class.  Ms. Dossett was contacted and she stated that Ms. Hawkins was very eager and a hard worker.  Ms. Dossett further advised that Ms. Hawkins does intend to pursue paramedicine.  Ms .Hawkins has applied for this scholarship so as to use the funds to apply towards her paramedic tuition (class began in the beginning of August).  Currently, Ms. Hawkins has had to withdraw from her paramedic class due to family financial matters.  Ms. Pierceall has asked the board’s approval to send Ms. Hawkins a letter stating that in the event that she goes back to paramedic school our organization would entertain another scholarship application on her behalf. KBEMS Update

KBEMS had not met until just recently, September 14th.  The board has adopted the National Scope of Practice, as it stands for all levels.  The newly adopted scope of practice is fairly cut and dry for the lowest (formerly First Responder) level of training.  There is an EMT-Basic level, an Advanced EMT and then a Paramedic.  Ms. Pierceall advised that if an individual is currently an EMT-Basic and would like to be an Advanced EMT a transition course will be required.  Ms. Pierceall strongly advised the upcoming members of the EMSEK Educational Committee to begin looking at these changes to begin making some curriculum proposals.  Currently there is not a curriculum written for the advanced level EMT.  Until Kentucky can come up with a curriculum for this level (Advanced EMT) we will continue to teach EMT-Basics under our current regulations.  Also, at the last KBEMS board meeting there was one EMT-Intermediate 99 Pilot-Program approvals.  This program’s curriculum will go beyond the EMT-Advanced level.  The next KBEMS Board meeting is scheduled to be held on October 12th , 10:00am.   It will probably be two to three years before there is actually an advanced level EMT in KY.  It will take that long to create and implement the curriculum and there also must be some regulatory change as well.
