Central Region:  Steve Sheets Reporting, Central Region held a “Traumatic Brain Injury” on May 15, 2004. in Elizabethtown that also certified the Participants of EMS Educators that completed the course to receive Instructor Credentials for the class. West Region:   Traci Purcell Reporting, Meeting was held August 15, 2004 with discussion about the 2004 Fall Conference and the paperwork that has recently been handed down from KBEMS.  Reminder of deadlines and updates were presented at the regional meeting.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Political Affairs Committee:    Mark Bailey Reporting; Not a lot of changes since June 2004 Minutes.  Mark continues to work closely with KAPA on issues of MCD Reimbursement issues for Ambulance Providers, and encouraging the passing of the Brenda Cowen Act/Assault of 3rd degree on EMS Personnel to be a felony through legislation. There has been continued discussion about EMS issues and the future of EMS with the Governor of KY.   The EMS License Plate is another issue that will be challenged within legislation during the upcoming year.   Neither changes nor actions have been taken.
Education and Professional Affairs Committee:  Sharon Pierceall reporting, during the year of 2004 the Evaluator Course for all EMS Instructors has taken priority.  There have been 151 members that have successfully completed the Board Approved Evaluator Program with another 65 participants pre-registered for the Fall Conference weekend to follow this date. Charlie O’Neal is presented with a plaque of appreciation toward his lengthy hours of work and support of the Evaluator Course.  

The mentoring program has been tabled until the next coming year.  Scholarships have been awarded for 2004 to recipients Donald McPherson, Perry County in Combs, KY who is enrolled into a Paramedic Class in Hazard, KY and to Kathy Jo Donahue, Nelson County, Bardstown, KY who is enrolled in a Paramedic Class in Louisville, KY. 

Conference Committee:  Mark Bailey reporting, the classes have been set for the conference by the education committee and the eight hours of educational courses will be held on the Saturday following this date.  There are two sets of Course Offerings, being: the Evaluator Course and the Continued Education Classes of methodology which includes an afternoon Moulage Course offered by EMSEK Members, Joe Welsh and Kathy Dorman.  106 members have pre-registered for the conference.
The Dance is sponsored by EMSEK to follow the awards banquet.  General Assembly Meeting with Election of Officers is scheduled for Sunday morning.
